Lubricate O-Rings

Lubrication of o-rings is extremely important for
installation and operation. The use of a lubricant
(petroleum or synthetic grease) during assembly helps
seat o-rings properly and provides an improved seal. It
also helps protect the o-ring from damage by abrasion,
pinching or cutting and extends the life of the o-ring.

1. Place pressure washer outside near an water
source capable of supplying water at a flow rate
greater than 4.2 gallons per minute and no less
than 20 PSI at pressure washer end of garden
hose.

Power Ratings

The gross power rating for individual gasoline engine
models is labeled in accordance with SAE (Society

of Automotive Engineers) code J1940 Small Engine
Power & Torque Rating Procedure, and is rated in
accordance with SAE J1995. Torque values are
derived at 2600 RPM for those engines with “rpm”
called out on the label and 3060 RPM for all others;
horsepower values are derived at 3600 RPM.

The gross power curves can be viewed at www.
BRIGGSandSTRATTON.COM. Net power values are
taken with exhaust and air cleaner installed whereas
gross power values are collected without these
attachments. Actual gross engine power will be higher
than net engine power and is affected by, among other
things, ambient operating conditions and engine-to-
engine variability. Given the wide array of products on
which engines are placed, the gasoline engine may not
develop the rated gross power when used in a given
piece of power equipment. This difference is due to a
variety of factors including, but not limited to, the variety
of engine components (air cleaner, exhaust, charging,
cooling, carburetor, fuel pump, etc.), application
limitations, ambient operating conditions (temperature,
humidity, altitude), and engine-to engine variability.

General Recommendations

Changing Pump Oil
Change oil after first 50 hours of operation and then
every 200 hours or 3 months, whichever occurs first.

Use no special
additives.

NOTICE Pump oil is available as an optional

accessory. It is not included with the pressure washer.
Pump oil, item 75127 is available at your local Sears or
by calling 1-888-331-4569 or online at www.sears.com.

Change pump oil as follows:

1. Clean area around brass oil drain plug at bottom of
pump.

2. Remove oil drain plug. Drain oil completely into an
approved container.

3. When oil has completely drained, install oil drain
plug and tighten firmly.

4. Clean area around pump oil dipstick. Remove
dipstick and fill pump with recommended oil to
FULL mark on dipstick (typically 0.35L or 12 o0z.).

5. Install pump oil dipstick.

6. Wipe up any spilled oil.

Oil Recommendations

We recommend the use of Briggs & Stratton Warranty
Certified oils for best performance. Other high-quality
detergent oils are acceptable if classified for service
SF, SG, SH, SJ or higher. DO NOT use special
additives.

Outdoor temperatures determine the proper oil
viscosity for the engine. Use the chart to select the best
viscosity for the outdoor temperature range expected.

Checking Oil Level

Oil level should be checked prior to each use or at least
every 8 hours of operation. Keep oil level maintained.

1. Make sure pressure washer is on a level surface.
2. Remove oil fill cap and wipe clean with cloth.

3. Verify oil is at the point of overflowing at oil fill

opening. Replace and tighten oil fill cap.

Adding Engine Oil
1. Make sure pressure washer is on a level surface.

2. Check oil level as described in Checking Oil Level.

3. If needed, slowly pour oil into oil fill opening to the
point of overflowing at oil fill cap.

4. Replace and tighten oil fill cap.

Changing Engine Oil
If you are using your pressure washer under extremely

dirty or dusty conditions, or in extremely hot weather,
change oil more often.

4. Remove oil drain plug and drain oil completely into
a suitable container.

5. Reinstall oil drain plug and tighten securely.

6. Slowly pour oil (about 20 0z.) into oil fill opening (B)

to the point of overflowing (C) at oil fill cap.

8. Wipe up any spilled oil.
9. Reconnect spark plug wire to spark plug.

Service Air Cleaner

Your engine will not run properly and may be damaged
if you run it with a dirty air cleaner. Service more

often if operating under dirty or dusty conditions.
Replacements are available at your local Sears service
center.

To service the air cleaner, follow these steps:

1. Loosen screw (D) and tilt cover (E) down.

2. CarefuIIy remove cartridge (F) assembly.

3. To clean cartridge, gently tap pleated paper side
on a flat surface.

4. Reinstall clean or new cartridge assembly inside
cover.

5. Insert cover’s tabs (G) into slots in bottom of base (H).

6. Tilt cover up and tighten screw securely to base.

Service Spark Plug

Changing the spark plug will help your engine to start
easier and run better.

1. Clean area around spark plug.

2. Remove and inspect spark plug.

3. Replace spark plug if electrodes are pitted, burned
or porcelain is cracked. Use the recommended
replacement plug. See Specifications.

4. Check electrode gap with wire feeler gauge and
reset spark plug gap to recommended gap if
necessary (see Specifications).

5. Install spark plug and tighten firmly.

Inspect Muffler and Spark Arrester

Inspect the muffler for cracks, corrosion, or other
damage. Remove the spark arrester, if equipped, and
inspect for damage or carbon blockage. If replacement
parts are required, make sure to use only original
equipment replacement parts.

For this reason, we recommend you
have a qualified Sears service dealer clean the cooling
system per recommended intervals (see Maintenance
Schedule). Equally important is to keep top of engine
free from debris. See Clean Debris.

Carburetor Adjustment

The carburetor on this engine is low emission. It is
equipped with a non-adjustable idle mixture valve.
Top speed has been set at the factory. If adjustment is
required, see an authorized service dealer.

M\ CAUTION  Excessively high operating speeds

could result in minor injury.

Excessively low operating speeds impose a heavy

load.

Water should not remain in the unit for long periods of
time. Sediments or minerals can deposit on pump parts
and “freeze” pump action. Follow these procedures
after every use:

1. Shut off engine, turn off water supply, point gun
in a safe direction, press red button and squeeze
trigger to relieve trapped pressure and let engine
cool.

Use pump saver, available at Sears retail item
744083, to treat pump. This minimizes freeze
damage and lubricates pistons and seals.

If pump saver is not available, connect a 3-foot
section of garden hose to water inlet adapter. Pour
RV-antifreeze (antifreeze without alcohol) into
hose. Pull recoil handle twice. Disconnect 3-foot
hose.

Store unit in a clean, dry area.

LONG TERM STORAGE

If you do not plan to use the pressure washer for more
than 30 days, you must prepare the engine and pump
for long term storage.

It is important to prevent gum deposits from forming in
essential fuel system parts such as the carburetor, fuel
filter, fuel hose or tank during storage. Also, experience
indicates that alcohol-blended fuels (called gasohol,
ethanol or methanol) can attract moisture, which leads
to separation and formation of acids during storage.
Acidic gas can damage the fuel system of an engine
while in storage.

Protect Fuel System

Fuel Additive:

Fuel can become stale when stored over 30 days.
Stale fuel causes acid and gum deposits to form in the
fuel system or on essential carburetor parts. To keep
fuel fresh, use Briggs & Stratton® Advanced Formula
Fuel Treatment & Stabilizer, available at your local
Sears or by calling 1-888-331-4569 or online at www.
sears.com.

There is no need to drain gasoline from the engine

if a fuel stabilizer is added according to instructions.
Run the engine for 2 minutes to circulate the stabilizer
throughout the fuel system before storage.

If gasoline in the engine has not been treated with a
fuel stabilizer, it must be drained into an approved

container. Run the engine until it stops from lack of fuel.

The use of a fuel stabilizer in the storage container is
recommended to maintain freshness.
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Change Oil

While engine is still warm, drain oil from crankcase.
Refill with recommended grade. See Changing Engine
Oil.

Protect Pump

To protect the pump from damage caused by mineral
deposits or freezing, use PumpSaver, item 74403,

to treat pump. This prevents freeze damage and
lubricates pistons and seals.

NOTICE PumpSaver is available as an optional
accessory. It is not included with the pressure washer.
PumpSaver, item 74403 is available at your local Sears
or by calling 1-888-331-4569 or online at www.sears.
com..

2. Replace fuel container if it starts to rust. Rust and/
or dirt in fuel can cause problems if it's used with
this unit.

3. Cover unit with a suitable protective cover that

does not retain moisture.
